In 2009 John was awarded the annual PFA Merit Award, in recognition of his 
record-breaking career at Grimsby Town, joining an elite group of footballers 
made up of the likes of Sir Bobby Charlton, Pele, Sir Alex Fergusson, David 
Beckham, Steven Gerrard, Emma Hayes and Sir Gareth Southgate.
